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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

This Potential Historical Resource Review has been prepared for the property located at 2035 Albatross 

Street, in the City of San Diego.  The property is identified as San Diego County Assessorõs Parcel No. 533-

163-04-00 and is located on Lot D in Block 237 of Map filed in Deed Book 13, Page 522, Hortonõs Addition 

Lockling.  This report was prepared by Ginger Weatherford, MPS, Architectural Historian, at the request of 

Anna Wilcoxson, Property Owner, in order to determine the potential historical significance of the building.   

An architect or builder of the subject property was not identified, through extensive research.  The wood 

framed, wood shingle clad dwelling, retains some integrity and has been altered such that the dwellingõs 

appearance has changed from the circa 1915 construction campaign.  The dwelling embodies the tenets and 

stylistic features of the Craftsman Bungalow style of architecture.  However, many character defining features 

of the Craftsman style have been altered over time.  The original wood framed fixed-pane windows, with 

multi-pane transoms, and one-over-one double-hung windows were replaced by the Quieter Home Program 

in 2003, with one-over-one vinyl frame windows.  The vinyl windows are obscured by aluminum storm 

windows, which protrude from the fa­ade.  The focal window, on the northwest portion of the main fa­ade, 

was enlarged for egress by the Quieter Home Program, in 2003.  A tapered wood column was installed 

above the low pier on the south side of the porch steps and wood sliding windows were installed on the west 

and south elevations of the porch, between 1923 and the 1940s.  The windows are three-over-one large 

pane, four on the west elevation and two on the south elevation.  Wood panels were also installed on either 

side of the wood columns to fully enclose the west and south elevations of the porch.  These wood panels 

obscure the shape of the wood columns.  The porch enclosure obscures the large fixed picture window on the 

southwest portion of the front fa­ade.  Between the 1950s and the 1980s, the rafter tails on the porch roof 

were cut and no longer protrude past the roof, as they did originally.  Prior to 2003, the cedar shingles were 

texture-coated and painted; and, some of the wood shingles on the northwest portion of the fa­ade were 

replaced with asbestos shingles or composite shingles.  For these reasons, the property does not qualify for 

designation under any City of San Diego established criteria.  
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I. INTRODUCTION 

The City of San Diego Development Services Department prepared Information Bulletin 580 outlining the 

process and supplemental submittal requirements for the Potential Historical Resource Review.   

The Potential Historical Resource Review is required by San Diego Municipal Code Section 

143.0212. This code section directs City staff to determine whether a potentially 

significant historical resource exists on site before the issuance of a construction permit for 

any parcel in the City that contains a structure 45 years old or older. 

II.  SUPPLEMENTAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS 

The review process begins with the submittal of plans and other required documents to the City of San Diego 

Development Services Department.  Plans and required submittal documents will be routed to Historical 

Resources Staff for review and a determination of the potential historical significance of the property.  If 

Historical Resources Staff determines after review of these documents that no potentially significant historical 

resource exists on site, the parcel will be exempt from further historical review for five years.  If Historical 

Resources Staff determines that a potentially significant historical resource exists on the site, all modifications 

and additions will be evaluated to determine consistency with the Secretary of the Interiorõs Standards for the 

Treatment of Historic Properties.  Historical Resources Staffõs review of the project under the Standards can 

lead to the following scenarios:   

1.  Consistent with the Standards, if the proposed project is consistent with the Standards, the permit 

 process may proceed.   

2.  Potentially Historic, if the proposed project is not consistent with the Standards, the applicant has the 

 option of choosing from the following two alternatives:  

a.  Redesign, if the project can be redesigned to consistency with the Standards, City Staff can  

  approve the project without requiring the Historical Research Report and the permit can be  

  issued.   

b.  Historical Research Report, if the project cannot be designed to consistency with the   

  Standards, a site-specific Historical Research Report will be required to fully determine  

  historical significance.  A review of the Historical Research Report will be performed by City  

  Staff who will either determine that the property is not significant or that the property is  

  potentially significant.  If the determination is that the property is potentially significant, it will  

  be docketed to a hearing of the Historical Resources Board for consideration of historical  

  designation.   

The following items are required for the Potential Historical Resource Review:  Building Record (Residential or 

Commercial), Photographic Survey, Site Plan, Description of the Property, Notice of Completion, Description of 

Alterations, Chain of Title, List of Occupants, Historic Photographs, Sanborn Maps.
